Artes e Politica

Mote de ampla circularidade na Histéria da Arte, o vetor Artes e Politica
— Politicas e Arte coloca-se como possibilidade critica das producdes artisticas,
tedricas e historiograficas. O atravessamento dos termos Artes e Politicas produz
linhas ativas que mobilizam elementos para a construcao pratico-tedrica da Area
das artes e, considerando a relevancia para a pesquisa académica, Artes e Politica
— Politicas e Arte passa a compor dois nimeros da Revista Arte e Ensaios.

A primeira parte da tematica, Artes e Politica, nimero 39 da Revista Arte e
Ensaios, transparece orientacao articulada a partir de aspectos nucleares
das producdes e praticas artisticas. Os subtemas propdem a indissociacao da
Politica e das Artes atomizada nas possiveis inflexdes discursivas e ativas da
experiéncia artistica. No primeiro conjunto, o termo Politica se realiza através
davontade de Artes. Sao narrativas que destacam pontualmente as praticas de
artistas e coletivos perspectivados pela politica, permitindo formulagao critica,
construgao de conceitos e poténcia discursiva. O conjunto de 15 artigos cientificos
desta edicao apresenta aspectos da dindmica Artes e Politica, refigurados em
atuacoes e ativacoes dos trabalhos e projetos, das formulagcoes conceituais e
das chaves de leituras para compreender/fazer Politica no registro das Artes.
Pensar a associacdo das Artes e Politicas ndo é recente ou estranho. Cabe,
portanto, atualizar termos e conceitos para os enlaces de Artes e Politica
permitam transparecer as circularidades de propostas possiveis.

Limites, fronteiras, meios especificos, corpo, violéncia, trauma, memoria
sdo abordagens caracteristicas da atualidade que confabulam com experiéncias
poético-politicas. As praticas artisticas repercutem o silenciamento — mecanismo
perverso do poder — e as estratégias poéticas expressas no corpo. Tracam ainda
a violéncia e o trauma como marcador potente. E apontam para qualidade de
resisténcia necessaria as Artes. Sobressaem, portanto, os saberes e as praticas
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como dispositivos poéticos e a elaboracdo das escritas nao subalternas na
producdo e na reflexao das estruturas narrativas histéricas que ativam circuitos
e recolocam percepcgdes sécio-culturais.

Além da publicacao de 15 artigos cientificos, o numero 39 traz 2 resenhas
e a reedicdo da entrevista do artista Milton Machado (colocar titulo da entrevista),
conduzida por Fernanda Lopes e publicada originalmente para a DARDOMagazine,
em 2014, para a primeira parte da composicao Artes e Politica — Politicas e Arte.

O ano de 2020, marcado pela Pandemia, impde outros modos de vida e soa
premente articular Artes e Politica — Politicas e Arte.

Arts and Politics

A widespread trope in the history of art, Arts and Politics — Politics and Art
offers critical potential for artwork, art theorization, and art historiography. The
combination of the twa terms, art and politics, spawns active lines that galvanize
elements for the construction of practices and theories in the arts. Considering
its relevance to academic research, Arts and Politics — Politics and Art is the
theme of two issues of arte e ensaios.

As the first issue on this theme, issue 39 of arte e ensaios focuses on an
orientation articulated from core aspects of artworks and art practices. The sub-
themes propose the indivisibility of politics and arts in each active and discursive
inflection of artistic experience. In the first group, politics is realized through
the will of the arts. These are narratives that foreground the specific practices
of individual artists and collectives from the perspective of politics, enabling
critical formulations, the development of concepts, and discursive potency. The
fifteen articles in this issue present different aspects of the arts-politics dynamic,
reconfigured in the actions and activations of artworks and projects, conceptual
formulations, and interpretative approaches for comprehending/doing politics in
the register of the arts. Thinking about the association between arts and politics
is nothing new or strange. Yet it is worthwhile bringing the terms and concepts
up-to-date so that their interconnections can shine a light on the potential
circularities inherent to the proposals.

Limits, frontiers, specific media, body, violence, trauma, memory — these
are characteristic approaches today that enter into dialogue with poetical-political
experiences. Art practices echo the act of silencing — a perverse mechanism of
power — and the poetic strategies expressed in the body. They also trace out
violence and trauma as potent markers. And indicate the quality of resistance
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necessary for the arts. Ultimately, they bring forth knowledge and practices as
poetic devices and the elaboration of non-subaltern writings in productions and
reflections on the historical narrative structures that activate circuits and reshape
sociocultural perceptions.

Alongside these articles, issue 39 also contains two reviews and a new
edition of an interview with the artist Milton Machado Tudo pode ser arte, mas
arte ndo pode (ser) tudo by Fernanda Lopes, published originally in DARDOMagazine
in 2014, for the first part of the ensemble Arts and Politics — Politics and Art.

This year of 2020, marked by the pandemic, has imposed different modes
of life and demonstrated how paramount it is to articulate Arts and Politics —
Politics and Art.
