where he seeks to re-interpret the Marxist theory of reffication. His
studies of consumer society, new mediamyths and the system of objects
are classic in the age of prevailing new image technologies. His entire

work basically revolves around his idea of the consumer society and

sign production, using rhetoric that not always succeedsin preventing
disilusioneddiscourse.
