Its aim is to
publish high-quality articles, primarily focusing on clinical
aspects of neurology, covering both basic and clinical
neurosciences, as well as related disciplines
(phonoaudiology, physiotherapy, rehabilitation),
contributing to the professional development and
continuing education of specialists in the field.

Publication and Access

Published quarterly online in electronic format,
the journal holds an electronic ISSN 2447-2573 and is
indexed to BVS Nacional, LILACS, Google Scholar, among
others.

(https://www.icmje.org/icmje-recommendations.pdf).
Manuscripts must be submitted in Word, using Arial or
Times New Roman, size 12, with 1.5 line spacing. All pages
must be numbered.

Submission and Copyright

The journal adopts the CC-BY-NC license. Authors
retain copyright but grant the Revista Brasileira de
Neurologia the exclusive right to the first peer-reviewed
scientific publication online. Manuscripts must be original
and not under consideration by any other journal.
